1. What mountain chains of Wales do you know?

2. Name one of the most famous Welsh traditions and tell some words about it.

3. What is the symbol of Wales?

4. What is the population of Wales?

Possible answers:

1. Cambrian Mountains separate England from Wales and occupy the major part of Wales. The highest Mount here is Snowdon.

2. The Day of Saint David is the national holiday. People go into streets dressed in national colours: red, green and white in the memory of a preacher David. Also the military parade is held on this day.
3. The symbol of Wales is the daffodil, leek is a national emblem too and the symbol of Saint David.

4. The population of Wales is about 3 million people.
